Betsy - send an e-mail to Rita Lopez, asking her to forward to all WHS club sponsors, stating that the
booster club is willing to partially underwrite buses to athletic events if their club is interested in doing the
organizing. The clubs will need to present the financial information and organization to the ABC at least 2
weeks in advance of the proposed event (big district game, post-season game...) Information about adult
sponsors, waivers, how tickets will be sold, rules for riding the bus back to WHS need to be included in the
proposal.
